Click on the Re-Registration box and proceed to
complete the details.
Please use the “Select School” box to enter school
name.
Once you’ve completed entering the registration data,
keep scrolling down the page and you will see the list
of merchandise.
First item is “A 2010 Junior Footy Registration”. Click
on this box and then scroll down to click and order any
other merchandise you may require.
Keep scrolling past the list of merchandise and you will
come to the Terms and Conditions. Please read these
and click on the “Accept” box.
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This will take you to the payments page where you
may pay by Visa, MasterCard or PayPal (if you already
have a PayPal account set up for other purchases, eg
eBay, and you may be prompted to use this).
